Pollution in our oceans is harming and even endangering our marine
life. Sea turtles eat plastic bags because they look like jellyfish. Sea
turtles even get caught in fishing nets! This is harming turtles and killing
them. Other endangered marine life is whales and coral reefs.

Overfishing is when too many fish are caught, leaving not enough in
the ocean to grow and have babies. If we catch too many fish, there
will not be enough left in our oceans. Some fish might even disappear!

Always try to recycle plastic, paper and other materials so that they
do not end up in the oceans.

Remember to take a reusable bag to the shops rather than buy a
plastic one. Swap your plastic items for other materials. Use reusable
items like water bottle, straws and lunchboxes.

Help
clean up beaches, rivers and parks by picking up the litter when you
see it.
